CREDIT CARDS AND SCRIP 
            We have recently learned we are charged 2% + $.20 per transaction when a credit card is used.  Therefore, if 

someone uses a credit card to buy Wal-Mart SCRIP, (which has a 2% return), we are actually losing money.  So, 

while we do take credit card purchases at school, we prefer it not be used to purchase SCRIP. Also, A&W is open, 

again, for the season, and we have SCRIP for them in stock at a 10% profit to the parish.  We thank Vicky Nadler and 

the team at A&W for their generosity!!! 

This is Divine Mercy Sunday! 
This is Divine Mercy Sunday. The Divine Mercy Chaplet will be prayed at St. Joeõs on Sunday April 11 at 9:30 

a.m. Please join us. When Pope John Paul canonized Sr. Faustina (making her St. Faustina), he also, on the 

same day, surprised the entire world by establishing Divine Mercy Sunday as a feast day for the entire 

Church. The feast day falls on the Second Sunday of the Easter season. The plenary indulgence is granted 

under the usual conditions (sacramental confession, Eucharistic communion and prayer for the intentions of 

Supreme Pontiff) to the faithful who, on the Second Sunday of Easter or Divine Mercy Sunday, in any church 

or chapel, in a spirit that is completely detached from the affection for a sin, even a venial sin, take part in 

the prayers and devotions held in honor of Divine Mercy, or who, in the presence of the Blessed Sacrament 

exposed or reserved in the tabernacle, recite the Our Father and the Creed, adding a devout prayer to the 

merciful Lord Jesus (e.g. Merciful Jesus, I trust in you!). The Message of the Divine Mercy that Sr. Faustina 

received from the Lord was not only directed toward her personal growth in faith but also toward the good of 

the people. With the command of our Lord to paint an image according to the pattern that Sr. Faustina had 

seen, came also a request to have this image venerated, first in the Sisters' chapel, and then throughout the 
world. The same is true with the revelations of the Chaplet. The Lord requested that this Chaplet be said not 

only by Sr. Faustina, but by others: "Encourage souls to say the Chaplet that I have given you." These re-

quests of the Lord given to Sr. Faustina between 1931 and 1938 can be considered the beginning of the 

Divine Mercy Message and Devotion in the new forms.
