Message from Father Pateé
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The followers of Jesus must have experienced a variety of emotions. Some must have felt profound
shame over their cowardice and betrayal. They were probably terrified of the Romans too, nervously look-
ing over their shoulders and wondering, nAre we
kind of a political messiah must have been devastated by his awful death. All their dreams were shattered.
All their hopes were gone. Some of the women probably spent the whole day weeping bitterly over the loss
of such a good, good man. Still other followers were probably walking around in a daze, unable to compre-
hend the fact that Jesus was really gone. It would take Jesus' resurrection to transform their fear and hope-
lessness into wonder and joy.

The cross of Jesus teaches us many lessons: We do not have to be free of pain to be victorious; we have
to remain faithful during our pain. We do not have to be powerful to be triumphant; we have to be loving.
We do not have to have all the answers to be wise; we have to trust in God, the fountain of all wisdom.

After Jesusd resurrect i oinsg mudheso thedthe disaples did odt at first a b |
recognize Him. Jesus had to perform specific familiar actions to show the disciples that He was indeed Je-
sus: He called Mary's name, He supplied a huge catch of fish for the disciples in the boat, He broke bread
with the two on their way to Emmaus, and He forgave Peter three times on the shore. He appeared out of
nowhere, seemed to be in more than one place at once and passed effortlessly through thick walls and
locked doors. Do we recognize Jesus in our daily lives?

Although we do not fully understand all the implications of the Resurrection, this we do know: Easter
celebrates not only Jesus' resurrection, but the resurrection that has already begun in each one of us. Whe
ever fragile life is cared for, where tears are wiped away, where the lonely are visited, where forgiveness is
extended, where a hungry child is being fed, where honesty and integrity abide, where genuine peace is es-
tablished, where an unjust situation is being made ja#itof these are seeds of the Resurrection, seeds of
new life.

The Resurrection is not only a past event or future event. It is already in process here and now. This is
Easter's promise! This is Easter's joy! What else could we say but Alleluia!
