A Message from our Seminarian 
John Putzer 

 

 Hello!  My name is John Putzer and I am a seminarian for the Diocese of Madison.  I have the pleasure 
of spending some weeks with you this summer at St. Joe‟s Parish.  I have only been here a few days, but already I 
have experienced your kind-hearted hospitality as you have welcomed me into your parish and homes.  I just 
want to take a few moments to introduce myself to you so you know a little bit about who I am, where I come 
from, and why I decided to enter the seminary. 

I grew up in Oshkosh, WI with my parents, a sister and two brothers (I‟m the third child).  I attended 
Catholic schools from Kindergarten through high school, and my parents are very faithful Catholics who 
emphasized the importance of prayer and the sacraments while I was growing up.  They really provided the 
foundation for my faith life and relationship with God, and they continue to encourage and support me as I study 
for the priesthood.  I am so grateful to them, because I more or less inherited their faith and good habits.  But it 
wasn‟t until going to college that I really began to make that faith my own. 

After high school, I decided to study chemical engineering at UW-Madison.  While I was there, I got 
involved with St. Paul‟s, the Catholic University Parish on campus.  I started going to daily Mass and attending 
a Bible study.  My time at Madison was very influential for me because I met other young adults who were 
interested in and active with their faith, and they encouraged me to develop my own relationship with God more 
deeply. 

When I was younger I didn‟t think about becoming a priest very much; I always just imagined myself 
growing up, getting married and raising a family.  When I did think about priesthood, I imagined it almost as a 
chore that—if God would call me—I would be expected to do, but it wasn‟t something I felt a desire for.  When 
I was at Madison, however, I had a chance to meet and spend time with priests on a personal and very human 
level.  This was really helpful for me because it helped me to see the priesthood as a realistic possibility for me. 

What was most influential in my decision to enter the seminary, however, was the time that I spent in 
prayer before the Blessed Sacrament.  I started attending Eucharistic Adoration at St. Paul‟s on a regular basis, 
and the more time I spent before the Eucharist, the deeper my relationship with Jesus became.  As my love and 
appreciation for the Eucharist grew, so did my love and appreciation for the gift of the priesthood.  I no longer 
saw priesthood as a chore or as one possible job among many others, but rather as a way of saying “yes” to God 
and responding in love to the love that God has for me. 

I still wasn‟t sure, though, if the priesthood was what God had in store for me.  I started meeting with 
Monsignor Jim Bartylla from the Office of Vocations, and he helped me realize that you don‟t become a priest 
immediately upon entering the seminary.  The seminary is first of all a place to develop a life of prayer and 
relationship with Jesus Christ, and it is only from that context that „discernment‟ can take place.  Vocations 
are—quite literally—callings, and it is impossible to know what the call is if one first doesn‟t know the One who 
is calling.  This encouraged me to take the next step and apply as a seminarian for the Diocese. 

As a seminarian, I transferred from Madison to a college „minor seminary‟ in New Jersey at Seton Hall 
University.  I spent two years there and I received a BA in Philosophy.  It was really quite an adjustment 
moving so far from home, but it was one of a lot of opportunities and significant growth. 

After graduating from Seton Hall in 2007, Bishop Morlino asked if I‟d be willing and interested in going 
to a „major seminary‟ in Leuven (also known as Louvain), Belgium (and I thought that New Jersey was far 
away!).  I‟ve been studying Theology at the Catholic University of Leuven since the fall of 2007, and I am 
currently working on a Master‟s Degree.  I‟ve just completed my second year of studies in Leuven, and I have 
two more left before I come back to be ordained in Madison in the summer of 2011.  Belgium has also provided 
me with tremendous opportunities to meet people from around the world and to travel to various places in 
Europe.  The seminary in Leuven has seminarians from all over the United States, so it is really neat to see what 
the Church is like in different parts of our country and the world. 

One of the drawbacks of studying Belgium, however, is being away from home for so much of the year.  

That is why it is such a pleasure for me to be here with you at St. Joe‟s this summer.  It is great to be back in the 

Diocese and spend time with people from Wisconsin.  It is truly a great encouragement for me as I continue my 

studies to spend time in a parish, and I could not hope for a better one than St. Joe‟s!  Thank you so much for 

welcoming me to your home!
