Each weekend we participate in the celebration of the Mass. We join vocally with our brothers and sisters in praise
and thanksgiving to our every loving and merciful Lord with prayer and song. We open our hearts and minds to hear the

between the first and second reading is the Responsorial Psalm, were the cantor will sing the Psalm and the people
respond with their own refrain. This refrain is in direct response to the Psalm and if we miss hearing or reading the
words sung by the cantor, we wil/ mi ss out on part of God?¢
God has given us the Book of Psalms as a gift to connect our hearts to the heart of God. We know that David (the
composer of the majority of the Psalms dand most of the others were clearly written during the David -Solomon era)
was characterized as o0a man after God's own heart. o Desp
God and zeal to pursue after God with his whole heart. H
obey His commandments. He also had the heart of a shepherd and the creative gifts to achieve this masterpiece of
expression.
Psalms were written for different purposes and express different emotions and desires. Some Psalms were intended
to express praise and thanksgiving to God. Some Psalms were written to teach morals and to provide exhortation.
Sometimes the writer felt a need to express penitence for offences committed. Some writers wrote to tell part of the
story of Godds relationship with the Israelites. There ar

Wherever we are in our spiritual journey, whatever emotions our hearts may be feeling, whatever struggles we
may be going through, we will find a place in the Psalms that resonate and draws us closer to the Lord. The Psalms
