A Messagre from the Pastor:..

Dear parishioners and friends,

“Annuncio vobis gaudum magnum” This Latin phrase mutatis
mutandis expresses my joy for the two new deacons that will be
ordained for our diocese, David Carrano and Greg Ihm, both of
whom are studying in Rome. It is indeed “news of great joy”. The
ordination will take place in St. Peter’s Basilica, Rome, on
Thursday, October 8, 2009. We are happy and blessed that these
two men are a step closer to becoming priests. The Deaconate is
the first level of Holy Orders in the Catholic Church. The other
two are Priesthood and Bishop. Each of this level requires an
ordination rite proper to each Order. The job of the deacon is
primary to serve. They in effect become what the New Testament
calls “Diakonos ton Logon” servants or ministers of the Word. As
each of these men is ordained, they will approach the Ordination
prelate who hands them the Book of the Gospels with the
following words; “Receive the Gospels of Christ whose herald
you are called to be. Believe what you read, teach what you
believe, and practice what you teach.”

I will be joining the Bishop Morlino, some priests, and the
people of the diocese, who will be travelling to Rome for this
ordination. David and Greg will be ordained to the priesthood
in June of next year back here in the diocese. I will certainly
extend your good wishes to David and Greg. Let us remember
them in our prayers. More importantly, let us continue to
encourage young people to consider a religious vocation. “The
harvest is plenty, but the laborers are few”.

End of Fiscal year 2008 financial report is enclosed in this
week’s bulletin. Please, take time, read through it, and take it
home for your records. Many of you stood steady by us during
the economic uncertainties of last year. [ want to thank you for
your steady support and faithfulness. As I wrote a few weeks
ago, while some parishioners lost jobs, or their hours were cut
at their jobs, most of us retained our jobs and the salaries
we’ve had before the financial meltdown. That, in itself, is
worth being thankful for. As I commend the people that have
contributed generously to our parish, I am reminded that we
cannot afford to let a few carry the burden for all. The parish
attends to both the givers and non-givers. The parish does not
refuse anyone a sacrament because of their low or no financial
support of the parish. It is so tempting to think that your
situation is different from others and list many reasons while
you cannot give. Your contributions help cool/heat the
facilities, pay salaries, maintain the buildings, buy liturgical
supplies, etc. Please refer to the bulletin insert for more
information on statistics of the givers in our parish.

Finally, Bishop Morlino has asked each parish to count those
attending mass for the 4 weekends in October. This information is
valuable in the Diocesan Guided by the Spirit planning for
parishes. The ushers will be taking a head count of all in
attendance at each mass, children, adults and visitors.

The Finance Council has approved replacing the tables in
the commons. They are over 15 years old. They came with
us from the old school, but we don’t know for sure where

We have been fortunate enough to have John
Aschliman, from the parish, be able to weld and fix them
thus far, but they are getting stiff and too difficult for the
students to get easily up and down. The cost of one new
table will be approximately $900 with a discount. Father
Paul has generously offered to purchase one and
challenges others to contribute to the replacement
cost. We need to replace all eight tables, but we hope to sell
the old ones to Harris Park.

The next pasty sale, in November, will be done in
order to offset the cost of the new tables, so an additional
May pasty sale has been confirmed to make sure we
generate the income we need for other school
expenses. Any amount of contribution would be
appreciated!!!!
