TUITION TAX CREDIT PROPOSAL 
On March 24th, a bill was authored to introduce a non-refundable tax credit for families who send their children to private 

and religious schools.  This credit will reduce the amount of tax you owe, but it will never refund money.  For example:  A 
family with one child in a private school owes $2000 in state income tax.  They receive a $1500 tax credit for one child, 

and only owe $500.  Even if you have enough credits to exceed your tax, the tax will just reduce to nothing.  You will then 

get the refund you overpaid back.  PLEASE contact your senator and representative to let them know you support 

this tax credit legislation!!!!!
