New Translation to the Roman Missal

Over the next few months I will be using my section of the bulletin to prepare us for the New Translation to the Roman Missal
by explaining the Parts of the Mass, Praying with our Body, Mind, and Voice and telling you about some of the words that are
used in the New Translation. This will help us “pray” the Mass not just “say” the Mass.

Parts of the Mass
The Mass follows a "fundamental structure which has been preserved throughout the centuries down to our own

day" (Catechism of the Catholic Church, no. 1346). Though the Mass is one unified act of worship, it consists of many parts,
each with its own purpose and meaning. Each week we will have a new part following the order in which the parts occur in the
Mass.

Introductory Rites:

"The rites that precede the Liturgy of the Word, namely, the Entrance, the Greeting, the Penitential Act, the Kyrie, the Gloria in
excilsis (Glory to God in the highest) and Collect, have the character of a beginning, an introduction, and a preparation. Their
purpose is to ensure that the faithful who come together as one, establish communion and dispose themselves properly to listen
to the word of God and to celebrate the Eucharist worthily" (General Instruction of the Roman Missal [GIRM], no. 46).

Praying with Body, Mind, and Voice

In the celebration of Mass we raise our hearts and minds to God. We are creatures of body as well as spirit, so our prayer is not
confined to our minds and hearts. It is expressed by our bodies as well. When our bodies are engaged in our prayer, we pray
with our whole person. Using our entire being in prayer helps us to pray with greater attentiveness.

During Mass we assume different postures — standing, kneeling, and sitting — and we are also invited to make a variety of
gestures. These postures and gestures are not merely ceremonial. They have profound meaning and, when done with
understanding, can enhance our participation in the Mass.

STANDING

Standing is a sign of respect and honor, so we stand as the celebrant who represents Christ enters and leaves the assembly. From
the earliest days of the Church, this posture has been understood as the stance of those who have risen with Christ and seek the
things that are above. When we stand for prayer, we assume our full stature before God, not in pride but in humble gratitude for
the marvelous things God has done in creating and redeeming each one of us. By Baptism we have been given a share in the life
of God, and the posture of standing is an acknowledgment of this wonderful gift. We stand for the proclamation of the Gospel,
which recounts the words and deeds of the Lord. The bishops of the United States have chosen standing as the posture to be
observed for the reception of Communion.

Words in the Roman Missal
Some of the words used in the new translation of the Mass may be unfamiliar to some Catholics. These definitions may help to
increase your understanding of the rich theology that underlies these texts.

Abasement:
The lowering of one of higher rank. Jesus abased himself in that, though he was God, he lowered himself and became a human
being so that he might save us from our sins (see Phil 2:6-11).
